DISCLOSURE: Mandatory for the service member. Per MCO 1754.9B, it is mandatory for the Marine to provide the requested information or a
completed Opt-Out Form (NAVMC 11657) on behalf of the spouse, if the spouse does not wish to be contacted by an authorized representative and
the UPFRP. For Service Members, MCO 1754.9B is a lawful order. Failure to provide requested information may result in administrative sanctions or
punishment under either Article 92 (general order violation: dereliction of duty) or Article 107 (false official statement), Uniform Code of Military Justice
for Service Members (10 U.S.C. 892 and 907).
RECORDS MANAGEMENT: This form will be managed in accordance with Records Schedule 1000-39, “Family Support Programs" of SECNAV M-5210.1.  Destroy when no longer needed.
1. SPOUSE ACKNOWLEDGEMENT.  Read the statement below and then sign your name to indicate your agreement. 
I do not wish to receive official communication sent from my Sponsor's unit Commander as part of the UPFRP. I understand the importance of these communications, and the consequences of not receiving them. I have fully discussed this decision with my Sponsor. By signing this Opt-Out Form, I have chosen not to be contacted by the Deployment Readiness Coordinator (DRC)/Uniformed Readiness Coordinator (URC) who would normally provide official communication regarding readiness, deployment, referral services, and volunteer opportunities.
2. SPONSOR ACKNOWLEDGEMENT.  Read the statement below and then sign your name to indicate your agreement. 
By signing below, I acknowledge that I understand that my spouse will not be contacted by the unit DRC/URC who is the liaison between the Commander and my family. I understand that by choosing to Opt-Out of the UPFRP communication process, my spouse will not receive official communication about topics such as readiness, deployment, referral services, and volunteer opportunities. I have been fully briefed on the benefits of the UPFRP and have arrived at this decision after fully discussing these benefits with my spouse. I also understand that it will be my responsibility to support my spouse with official communication, information about readiness and deployment, referral services, and volunteer opportunities even if I am deployed.
3. COMMANDER ACKNOWLEDGEMENT.  Read the statement below and then sign your name to indicate your agreement. 
I have counseled the above-named Marine and provided him/her the opportunity to ask any questions and receive any additional information about the UPFRP and communication processes.  This command will, therefore, not include said spouse in the periodic dissemination of official unit information via the UPFRP on matters related to official communication on readiness and deployment support, referral services, or volunteer opportunities unless contacted by said spouse or Marine, even if the unit deploys. 
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
